ing others. Christ Church parishioners who have partici-
pated in previous Apostle Build projects can attest to the
fact of witnessing some amazing moments in building the
house, as well as turning it over to the new homeowner.

What is an Apostles Build? A matter of faith.

Working in partnership with 11 other churches, Christ
Episcopal Church is helping to eliminate substandard
housing at the beaches. As Jesus’ original disciples were
charged with spreading the word about Jesus, Apostle
Churches are charged with furthering the mission of pro-
viding decent shelter for all of God’s children.

How it works.

Christ Episcopal Church will contribute 1/12th of the
sponsorship cost of a home and 1/12th of the volunteer
labor necessary to construct the home. We will:

« Pray for the project

« Donate $4,200

« Provide 80 volunteer hours of volunteer labor
over the course of the build

build
« Celebrate the traditional wall-raising and
house dedication ceremonies

Christ Episcopal Church will work together on Thurs-
days & Saturdays until the house is complete (about a 6
month period).

No special tools or construction experience is required.
A servants heart is the only requirement. There is an
endless list of ways you can help, from using a hammer
to holding board for someone else, to praying or deliv-
ering lunches or cleaning up. Age restriction is that you
must be 16 years old. But even then, a special project for
youth groups under 16, such as landscaping, may be ar-
ranged. We all know that the rewards far outweigh our
efforts as God blesses the results.

Just watch this Advent as Christ Episcopal Church con-
tinues to become His hands, His feet in this world, as we
pray together, listen to one another, eat together, encour-
age each other, and build the Body of Christ ... literally!
