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“Upon This Rock” campaign broadens
worship and fellowship opportunities

Since our first “Upon This Rock” gifts were re-
ceived in 2006, the Parish Center has been the
centerpiece of our fellowship, allowed us to ex-
pand our ministry in many different ways, and
enhanced our worship. This great new space has
allowed us to grow Vacation Bible School to over
300 kids, given us the ability to offer educational,
musical, and theatrical productions, and opened
us to Taize, contemporary praise music and even
worship using the music of U2. In 2010 the Par-
ish Center and the meeting rooms in the build-
ing have been used by 26 different individuals
and corporations that generated over $17,000 in
fees for use of the space.

Our annual budget currently includes $168,000
as an interest payment on the debt for the Par-

ish Center. Additionally, we currently owe
$4,034,939 on the original loan, with payments
of $500,000 due in July 2012, $750,000 in July
2013, and the final $2,000,000 will be due in July
2014.

As you can see we have a lot of work to do to
meet the financial obligations of the Parish Cen-
ter. Church leadership has begun the prelimi-
nary analysis of how to go about meeting these
funding deadlines. We are hopeful that you will
help us by considering payment of any outstand-
ing pledge your family may have towards “Upon
This Rock” and if you have not contributed to
this program, please prayerfully consider an of-
fering.
